For six successive years (2000–2006) Katie Linnane competed with distinction in many of the major dance competitions throughout Ireland, England, Scotland, America and Canada – including the North American National Irish Dance Championship, the All-Ireland-Oireachtas Rince Na hÉireann, British National Championships (2000), All-Scotland Championships (2003) and World Championships (2000-2006).

At the age of eight, she took up the fiddle, inspired by her mother, musician Kathy Linnane, and taught by the legendary Willie Kelly, she went on to compete with great distinction both as a soloist and as part of a duet and a trio at the All-Ireland Fleadh Cheoil Na hÉireann-2005.
