Marta Cook won the world championship Irish harpist title at the All-Ireland Fleadh Cheoil in Listowel, County Kerry in 2001, and is the first recipient of the Peter and Margaret Nalty Memorial Trophy. She is widely considered to be one of the finest Irish harpists in the world. 

Marta is also a champion Irish stepdancer and is a frequent prizewinner in both national and international competitions for traditional Irish dance. She began her dancing  career with the McGing School in Cincinnati at the age of 8. Since then her dancing and choreography have been featured with Irish supergroups Altan and the Chieftains, and on the US national tour of "The Magic of Ireland," and as a soloist and choreographer for the innovative San Francisco-based dance-theatre workshop Dance Brigade.
